Pats Patch- Mud Bay

Mud Bay will have plenty to be clipped between Serpentine River – Nicomekl River


~20 flags

We will be meeting at Brunswick Point on Monday Morning. My Crew will be there around 7:00. Let me know your expected arrival time. My phone number is 604 230-2913.

As for Tuesday the 24th, The DU crew and I will be attending the Coquilhalla River Float and will not be on site. Please follow the west to east game plan and either leave clipping bags on the dike (*please tell me the location so I can arrange for pick up!) tied up tight or dispose of them at either of  the 2 dumping bins. One is Located east of the south end of 112th and the other at the beginning of the dike at Brunswick Point. Also, please inform me of the areas covered to be efficient! Do not remove the flags on the clones you clip. If the flag is in bad shape, please replace it with a pink or orange flag that I will provide each team with on Monday

Access points to the locations are:

Brunswick Point: End of River Road W. in Ladner

Coal Port North: Same as Brunswick Point - drive on the dike until you hit the Coal Port. Or Use directions to Coal Port south.

Coal Port South: Use the causeway exit on the way to the ferries to the end of 41B, Park under the overpass

Beach Grove: End of 64th Ave off of Ladner Trunk

88th-112th: Dyke between 88th and 112th. Can use any of the access roads between 88th and 112th 

Pat’s Patch: End of 112th off of Ladner Trunk

Pat’s Patch to Mud Bay: Use access from Mud Bay Park. Gates onto the dike is not usually locked.

Mud Bay: Mud Bay Park access and Parking

Serpentine River-Nicomekl River: End of 140th Street off of King George Highway.

You will need to bring sheers (or anything to cut with) and I will provide bags and 10 sleds to share between people. Binoculars are also recommended to help spot flags.

Bring your backpack with water, food and anything you may need for the day, as some of the areas will require lots of walking with minimal access!
